To plan, coordinate and execute an educational and interactive CHamoru weaving workshop for twenty-
five (25) school-aged children, ages 7-13.

Weaving continues to be an important part of CHamoru culture. For thousands of years CHamoru’s
have weaved unique and useful items for their households to bags, hats and decorative pieces.

Participants will learn how to select raw material, process and eventually weave a piece for themselves.

Dates of workshops must be coordinated with CAHA for a total of fifty (50) hours; must be inclusive of
supplies and materials; and must identify and confirm a venue for the workshop. A minimum of three
(3) end products per individual must be accomplished.
